ASPIRA: BEST PRACTICES

Some Ethical Standards for Advisors

· ASPIRA advisors should affirm the Puerto Rican culture; yet provide the opportunity for affirming other cultures.

· ASPIRA advisors should recognize and respect age, cultural, racial, disability, religious lifestyles and gender differences among students and volunteers.

· ASPIRA advisors should guard the individual rights and personal dignity of students and volunteers through an awareness of the impact of stereotyping and discrimination.

· ASPIRA advisors should recognize when to refer students. 

· In recognizing that a student is of danger to himself or others, ASPIRA advisors must break confidentiality. 

· ASPIRA advisors should know that getting involved in intimate relationships with students is inappropriate. 

· Advisors should know the standards for sexual harassment.

· ASPIRA advisors should know what is considered appropriate behavior with students.

· ASPIRA advisors should know the state and federal laws concerning liability issues with students and parents.

· ASPIRA advisors should recognize that all individuals deserve to be treated equally. 

· ASPIRA advisors should not provide services in exchange for personal favors.

· ASPIRA advisors should refrain from transporting students in their own vehicles, unless requested by the Executive Director.
